The youngest US Serviceman was 12 year old
Calvin Graham, USN. He was wounded and given
a Dishonorable Discharge for lying about his age.
His benefits were later restored by an act of
Congress.

At the time of Pearl Harbor, the top US navy
Command was called CINCUS (pronounced “sink
us”), the shoulder patch of the Army’s 45th
Infantry Division was the Swastika, and Hitler’s
private train was named “Amerika”. All three
were soon changed for obvious public relations
purposes.

Electric Scooter Donation

The family of Lynn H. Sloan has donated an
electric scooter to VFW Post 1038 for use by
needy veterans. The scooter was used very little
and is in like new condition. Joe Wittrock and
Willie Klemke picked the scooter up from
Lynnann Smith, Lynn Sloan’s daughter.

We are great full to the Sloan Family for thei
donation and they should know that the scooter has
already been loaned out to one of our members.

This 3-wheel scooter is for both indoor and
outdoor use. It weighs about 200 pounds, has a
maximum speed of 5.6 mph, and a range of up to
25 miles depending on the terrain and battery
charge. The scooter will be loaned out by the
guartermaster for six month periods with renewal
for like periods. We also have an electric
wheelchair available for a smaller person to use.

Beloanmes
interesting information about Lynn Sloan.

Sergeant Lynn H. Sloan
Company C — 19th Engineers Regiment
United States Army

Lynn Sloan enlisted in the United States Aamy
January 13, 1942. He was shipped to Camp Grant in
Illinois for a week and then to Fort Leonard Wood,
Missouri where he went through basic training.

He sailed to Belfast, Ireland aboard the “Quiary”.
After additional training his company arrived in o
Africa. Lynn’s company participated in the invasiof
North Africa on November 8, 1942, and patrolled the
railroad line to prevent enemy infiltration and stge.

In January 1943 they moved on to Tunisia niak
convoy and battled mud, mines, booby traps, bonalogd
roads and bridges.

The 19th Engineers were involved in the Battle
Kasserine Pass and were driven back by the wealleida
German armored forces. Lynn’s unit became scattere
and when he emerged from his foxhole he needed to
rejoin American forces knowing only to travel north
toward Tebessa. He used the North Star to finavhis
and eventually reached Tebessa and was reunitadheit
survivors of Company C.

Lynn and Company C eventually made it to Siaitd
Naples, Italy. The 19th Engineers eventually retdrto
their duty of maintaining supplies lines and clegmmine
fields north of Rome.

He returned to the States in March 1945, aasl w
married on May 7, 1945 — it was also V.E. Day.
