Observance

As Commander McGann
reported in his “Commander’s Call”
article in this issue, we had some
special guests at our second meeting
in December.

For 11 days this last summer, 44
Chi-Hi students traveled to Europe
and visited many historical sites
associated with the D-Day invasion
65 years ago. To help offset costs
associated with the trip, the students
sought monetary donations from
local organizations. VFW Post 1038
donated $250.00 from our general
fund to help out. However, we had
one stipulation — that students report
back to us on their experiences. We
got our money’s worth.

On December 16th, Chippewa
Senior High School US History
teacher and trip advisor Virginia
Welle and students Katherine
Paquette and Michaela Holsinger
gave a slide presentation of their trip
this last June.
